canon: a piece in which two or more
parts play the same musical idea at
different times

minim: a two beat note

crotchet: a one beat note

paired quavers: two quavrs, half a beat
each, which together equals one beat

crotchet rest: a one beat rest

pentatonic scale: a five note scale of
notes 1, 2, 3, 5 and 6 of a scale

graphic notation: using non-standard
symbols to represent music

phrase: a ‘musical sentence’ created
by a series of notes

improvise: composing music while
performing it without notation

rhythm: a pattern of sounds played
through time, formed by notes

melody: a group of notes played one
after another to make a tune (melody)

round: a song in which singers sing the
same melody at different times

Creating rhythms using body parts

We will learn rhythm patterns that we can play using body parts. We will play
some of them in canon and write our own phrases using graphic notation.

We will also create a melody for given rhythm patterns using a pentatonic scale.
