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Crotfchet - a 1 beat note

Crotchet rest - a 1 beat rest

Graphic notation - using non- standard symbols to represent written music
Minim - a 2 beat note

Paired quavers - two quavers, half a beat each which together equals 1 beat

Pulse - the regular ‘heartbeat’ of a piece, holding the core timing together in a piece of
music

Quaver - this note value is half of a crotchet
Rhythm - the pattern of sounds played through time, formed by a series of notes
Semibreve - a 4 beat note

Standard notation - notation using symbols to represent and record music derived from
Western compositions

Structure- how a piece of music is ordered

Tempo - the speed at which a piece of music is played
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
