They will study features of National Parks on a national level before comparing them to a National Park in the US which they have studied in lower KS2. 
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	National Park
	A national park is a natural park containing natural or developed land in use for conservation purposes, created and protected by national governments. 
	

	United Kingdom
	The United Kingdom is made up of England, Northern Ireland, Scotland and Wales.  It is an island nation north western Europe.
	

	Conservation/conserve
	Nature conservation is focused on protecting species, landscapes, geographical features or cultural traditions in an area.
	

	Protected areas
	Locations which receive protection because of their ecological or cultural values.
	

	Region
	Regions of England are the highest tier of sub-national division in England. There are 9 regions of the UK: (North East, North West, Yorkshire and the Humber, East Midlands, West Midlands, East of England, London, South East and South West)

	A landscape is part of the earth’s surface that can be viewed at one time from one place.
